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              The Byzantine Empire and the Islam were distinct in the fact that Islam was a theocratic government. Even though the Byzantine and Islam had their similarities they were both monotheistic (believed in one god) also they were both a patriarchal society.

                  The Byzantine and Islam were both monotheistic. The Byzantine believed in god many Arians taught that Jesus had been a mortal human being and that he was a creation rather than a divine being coeternal with god. Although many Christians believed that Jesus was both a mortal human being and a manifestation of god himself. Islam believed in there was only one true god, Allah (“the god”). Muhammad believed that Allah would soon bring judgment on the world, rewarding the righteous and punishing the wicked. Muhammad understands of Allah and his relation to the world serves as the definitive authority for Islamic religious doctrine and social organization.     
            The Byzantine and Islam were both a patriarchal society. It was seen as dominance of men over women. In Byzantine aristocrats maintained enormous palaces that included courtyards, reception halls, libraries, chapels, and quarters for members of the extended family as well as servants and slaves. Although women lived in separate apartments and did not receive male visitors from outside the household. Women often did not participate in banquets and parties. In Islam the Quran and the Sharia permitted men to take up to four wives, whereas women could have only one husband. When Islam expanded into the Byzantine and Sasanid Empires, it encountered strong patriarchal traditions; Muslims adopted the veiling of women. As a sign of modesty, upper-class urban women covered their faces and ventured outside their homes only in the company of servant’s or chaperones to discourage the attention of men from other families. 
              The Byzantine Empire and the Islam were distinct due to the fact that Islam was a theocratic government. They also had there similarities they both were monotheistic (believed in one god). The Byzantine believed in God and the Islam’s believed in there one true god Allah (“the god”). Also both were seen as a patriarchal  society male dominance over women in Byzantine women were not allowed to live in the same household with a man they had to live in a separate apartment and did not receive male visitors from outside the household. In Islam upper-class urban women were to be veiled in order to show modesty.
