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                 According to the documents provided the Haitian revolution was a very global social, economic, and political revolution. This had its effects in the Haitian revolution which had drastic changes it shows how the Africans were badly treated, also talks about the French Code Noir, therefore leading to Haiti’s independence.
             In the documents 3, 5, 6, and 10 it’s from the French’s point of view it talks about slave torture and execution. The speaker Jean-Marie d’Augy is saying “We have not brought half a million slaves from the coasts of Africa to make them into French citizens.” To give an understanding of how the slaves they would get were not to be set free but to work for them and to follow their demands. In document 5 it talks about the persons who lead the initial stage of the revolution and how they would do a voodoo ritual. These were ritual beliefs that were excited among slave communities in many other parts of the Americas. As in document 3 and 5 they both talk about slaves but unlike in document 3 document 5 talks about the religious beliefs about the slaves. In document 6 it’s stating how the black now were starting to take action against the French in Saint Domingue’s war for the independence from France and slavery. According to document 10 it states that “From 1792 onward laws were passed all around the Caribbean and in North America restricting immigration from strife-torn Saint Domingue.” The revolt from August 1791 from the slaves of Jamaica brought long whites in the West Indies and North America were complaining uneasily of new “insolence” on the part of their slaves.”  Several plots and insurrections were partly inspired by the events in Saint Domingue and the Emancipation Decree of 1794. One of the most conspiracies noted was organized by free colored in Bahia, Havana and Charleston. The points of views seen from the documents are more of the white people or historian. An additional document that can be given is a torture document as well as a court statement.
                 According to the documents 1 it addresses the French Code Noir (Black Code) and how the King Louis XIV in 1685 remained in the force until 1848 French legal code for the regulation of slavery in the West Indies, in addition to the sugar plantations in Saint Domingue. It explains the rules of the slave owners and how the fact that in return they would have to give a little back to the slaves for their work, which was not much. “Masters shall be obliged to provide each week to their slaves of eighteen years and older for food 2 ½ measures of cassava flour, or three cassavas weighing 2 ½ pounds each at least, or some equivalent provisions, with 2 pounds of salt beef or three pounds of fish.”  Another example given is “ We grant to those who have been emancipated the same rights, privileges and immunities enjoyed by people born free; wishing that the benefits of acquired liberty may produce in them, as much for their persons as for their goods, the same effects that the good fortune of natural liberty offers to our other subjects.” In document 9 it shows the impact of the Haitian Revolution on the Americas and how Jefferson was terrified of what was happening in Saint Domingue. His fear was that the black American would be inspired by what they had seen taking place just off the shore of America. “In 1805 and finally 1806, trade was formally shut down between the United States and Haiti, which decimated the already weak Haitian economy.” Therefore Jefferson argued that this was an example of what happens when Africans are allowed to govern themselves; economic devastation caused in large part by his own economic policies. As shown in document 1 and 9 it gives an evaluation of how slowly Africans began to get more rights and start to get freedom.  An additional document that can be given is a slave diary to see another point of view besides the French.
                  In document 2 its gives the Declaration of the rights of Man and Citizen it talks about the freedom and equal rights. “Men are born and remain free and equal in rights; social distinctions may be based only upon general usefulness.” It shows there declaration of rights and how there triumphant in able to achieve those rights.” Since property is a sacred and inviolate right, no one may be deprived thereof unless a legally established public necessity obviously requires it, and upon condition of a just and previous indemnity.” The alienable rights of man, the rights were liberty, property, security, and resistance to oppression. In document 4 in shows how they had struggled for change in May 1802, Napoleon’s forces had tried to re-establish slavery. They would want to enrage the black majority and provoke an even greater rebellion. Although the black soldiers by now had gained experience in organizing an army. It shows how the Africans now were able to now defend themselves against the French. In document 7 it’s a proclamation of Haiti’s independence by the general in chief and how they will maintain their independence “Let us swear to the entire universe, to posterity, to ourselves, to renounce forever to France, and to die rather than to live under its domination. To fight until the last crotchet rest for the independence of our country!”    
                According to the documents provided it gives an insight of how the Africans were badly treated, how they French Noir Code worked for slave owners, leading to Haiti’s independence. Throughout the time Africans were able to abolish slavery and receive rights and freedom.
