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           During the post classical age 600-1450 there was a lot of different religions spread, also how one of many empires became extremely wealthy, and lastly how throughout the years the king remained in a very high authority and was superior.

            In the documents 1, 3, 6, and 9 that are given is showing how every single empire had their different religion and beliefs. In the document 1 is an image depicting an enthroned Virgin Mary and infant Jesus attended by angels and saints its showing an the Byzantine church and their religious beliefs how the Arians taught that Jesus had been a mortal human being and that he was a creation of God rather than a divine being a coeternal with God. Although many Christian theologians held to the contrary that in a unique and mysterious way Jesus was both a mortal human being and a manifestation of God himself, that Jesus simultaneously possessed fully human and fully divine natures. In document 3 it’s showing the Buddhists religion and how it came along with wealth. Buddhism attracted Chinese interest partly because of its high standards of morality, its intellectual sophistication, and its promise of salvation. Buddhists established monastic communities in China and accumulated sizable estates donated by wealthy converts. During the Tang and Song dynasties, Buddhism became an immensely popular and influential faith in China. Buddhism became very popular and was very well supported that enabled it to survive; it influenced the Confucian tradition during the Song dynasty. According to document 9 the speaker Jan Van Eyck is showing the saint Bravo cathedral to show their religious place of worship and how people show their devotion and their different actions.
            In document 2 it’s showing a Byzantine golden coin which gives a understanding of how the Byzantine maintained a wealthy land. It shows how the Byzantine prosperity derived both from the empires productivity capacity and from the importance of the Constantinople as a center of trade. Silk was a most important addition to the economy, and Byzantium became the principal supplier of the fashionable fabric to lands in the Mediterranean basin. The silk industry was so important to the Byzantine economy that the government closely supervised every step in its production and sale. Trade helped sustain the Byzantine economy. Byzantium dominated trade to such an extent that trading people recognized the Byzantine gold coin, the bezant. Byzantium drew enormous wealth simply from the control of trade and the levying of custom duties on merchandise that passed through its lands.
              According to documents 4, 5, 7, and 8 its showing the royal power that went on in kingdoms. In document 4 it shows a 71 feet high royal burial catacomb in East Africa during the 4-7th century C.E it can be seen as the king’s burial how they were so significant to the people even after death and not just for the people but also the empire how their ruling authority was immensely recognized. It also shows how much power and wealth belonged to them that even life after death they still remained wealthy almost as if the king were a god. In document 5 given it’s a relief panel in a noble house with an enthroned ruler during the Maya empire in the 8th C.E. In the document 7 the people are showing their worship to the king as if he were a god.
