        During the time period 1450-1750 China made some modifications and continuations in political, economic, and social matters; they modified their trade by not interacting with foreign people, however, they kept the civil service system that was run by the scholar-bureaucrats, and the patriarchal families.

           Global trade brought tremendous prosperity to China, especially during the Qing Dynasty. Economic growth and commercial expansion took place mostly in an atmosphere of tight government regulations. During the early fifteenth century, the Ming emperor Yongle sought to establish a Chinese presence in the Indian ocean basin, he had sponsored many of the seven massive maritime expeditions (1405-1433) which was by the eunuch admiral Zheng He. After the reign of Yongle, however, the Ming government withdrew its support for the expensive maritime expeditions and also wanted to prevent Chinese with dealing with foreign people. Although Chinese vessels continued to trade actively in Japan and Southeast Asian parts when Qing forces pacified Southern China in the 1680s however, Qing authorities supervised the activities of the foreign merchants in China.

               The civil service was maintained throughout this time period. Which was preparations of examinations which in some cases took place in local schools. These examinations consisted of battery of tests administered at the district, provincial, and metropolitan levels. During the process of each examination only three hundred students could pass metropolitan examinations, many of the students frequently took the examinations several times before earning a degree. The examinations were a grueling ordeal. If someone dies during the examination period, officials wrapped his body in a straw mat and tossed it over the high walls that ringed the compound. Those who passed the metropolitan examination would look forward to powerful positions in the imperial bureaucracy; however, those who passed for bureaucratic employment usually spent their careers “plowing with the writing brush.” 
              The patriarchal family continued the men having more rights over the women. In the families the father was the head of the household, and he passed the leadership of the family to his eldest son. Within the family, Confucian principles subjected women to the authority of men. The subordination of females began at a early age Chinese parents preferred boys over girls since a boy might have a opportunity of becoming a government official. Newborn girls were the primary victim of infantine foot binding was a custom that was probably originated in the Song Dynasty, in which became popular during the late Ming and Qing dynasties. Bound feet were small and dainty, and sometimes inspired erotic arousal among men. Women  could not divorce their husbands, but men could put aside their wives in cases where there was no offspring or the wife  was guilty of adultery, theft, disobedience to their husbands family, or even being to talkative. Marriage was a contractual affair whose main purpose was to continue the male descent.
