     Sub-Saharan Africa had its changes and continuities from 1914 to the present today.  Something that remained the same was the fact that in Africa as in Southeast Asia, the French resisted decolonization. Few of the changes were that unlike before during the World War II nationalism had now flourished in sub-Saharan Africa, also Nkrumah was now the leader of the first sub-Saharan Africa to gain independence. 

            In Africa as in Southeast Asia, the French had remained resisted in decolonization. France had allowed its other territories in Africa to gain independence and thirteen French colonies in west and equatorial Africa had won their independence in 1960 France’s concessions to its other African colonies had showed its determination to control Algeria. French settlers had demanded that the government in Paris defend their cause in North Africa. In the 1950’s the superpowers influence had intensified this as a result led to African lands delays in decolonization. The complications of the decolonization process had become internal divisions in the African societies, which had undermined the attempts to forge the national or pan-African identities.
        During World War II, nationalism had now begun to flourish in sub-Saharan Africa. African nationalist were now celebrating their blackness and Africanness. During the years after the World War II African poets continued to express their attachment to Africanness and encouraged Africans to turn way from European culture and the colonial rule. African nationalist frequently had to be placed on hold in the early years of the World War II. Africa’s nationalism was now leading to Africa’s independence they had assumed that black Africans were incapable of self-government therefore white settlers in certain African colonies had made it complicated for the process of decolonization. However the sub-Saharan states slowly won their independence. 
                Ghana had now achieved its freedom from the British rule in 1957 which helped as a hallmark in Africa’s end of empire. Finally when independent in 1957, Ghana had been embolded and had been inspired by African nationalist movements. Nkrumah was now a leader of the first sub-Saharan African nation to gain independence from colonial rule. The ideas and his stature as an African leader symbolized the changing times that were happening in Africa.
